Festival of Jubilee: Remembering and Celebrating God’s Gift of Freedom
Did you know? 
Share these facts to get the conversation started.

• The Israelites celebrated seven annual feasts and festivals: Passover, Feast of Unleavened Bread, Festival of First Fruits, Feast of Harvest, Feast of Trumpets, Day of Atonement, and Feast of Tabernacles (or Booths). 
• During the feasts, the Israelites ate, danced, sang, played instruments, prayed, and offered sacrifices to God. 
• The Year of Jubilee was a consecrated year set aside to proclaim liberty and restoration. This festival occurred every 50 years after seven sabbatical years. 
• During Jubilee, debts were forgiven, and those who had sold themselves to settle a debt were set free. Through the Jubilee celebration, God reminds His people that He is their Provider. 
Connect as a family

Bring out the streamers, balloons, and confetti and create a celebration for your children! Remind them you’re celebrating the freedom we have because of everything God has done for us. Then read Psalm 9:1–2. 
After reading the Scripture passage, discuss these questions together:
• What are some of the ways God has provided for our family? 

• Remind your child that it is because of Jesus’ sacrifice on the cross that we have liberty and freedom from sin. 

• Pray together, praising and thanking God for sending Jesus to pay our debts and setting us free. 
These questions can easily extend into the rest of the week. Look for opportunities to bring conversations about how God gives us freedom into your everyday life as a family.

Blessings are often used in the Bible. A blessing can be a prayer of commission, a portion of Scripture, or words to encourage and guide.
